Little Miss and Mister Contest

Rules and Regulations

The contest will be held on Saturday, September 27, 2014 from 2-4pm at the Athens County Grange Building on the Athens County Fairgrounds. Interviews are closed to the public. Contestants must arrive 15 minutes before the interview and wear nice clothing (i.e. no t-shirt and shorts). Contestants arriving late will not be allowed to interview

The deadline to submit your entry is Friday, September 19th, and it is $5 to enter the contest. Entry forms must be postmarked no later than Wednesday, September 17th and can be downloaded from the Athens Pumpkin Festival website at http://athenspumpkinfestival.weebly.com/. You can send in or drop off your entry form at 280 W. Union St., Athens, OH 45701 (Athens County Extension Office). 

1. Contestants must be at least 5 years of age and cannot have reached his/her 8th birthday by October 4, 2014. Each applicant must submit a copy of their birth certificate, application, $5 entry fee, and a recent photo (head and shoulders).

2. Contestants must reside in Athens County

3. Any Contestant who has performed or competed at the professional level (for monetary gain) in anything other than amateur contests will be considered ineligible for this contest.

4. Contestant must not hold a current title at another festival.

5. Contestants will have to state their name on stage at the crowning on October 4th at the Pumpkin Festival.

6. Application due by Friday, September 19th. The entry fee is $5.00.
7. Each contestant will have a minimum 2 minute interview where they will be asked basic questions. Interviews will be September 27, 2014 from 2-4 pm. Contestants must wear interview appropriate attire.

8. Contestants will be judged on:

a. Personality

b. Naturalness

c. Response to questions/communication

d. Attire/ presentation

9. Titles awarded will be Little Miss/Little Mister, 1st runner-ups, 2nd runner-ups, and Miss Congeniality.

10. Contestants must wear to the interview and representing the festival:

a. Nice outfits, not necessarily formal.
b. No t-shirts.

c. No shorts.
d. No Sandals.
Little Miss and Little Mister Athens Pumpkin Festival winners may appear in parades and events on behalf of the Pumpkin Festival, but must do so at their own expense. The Athens Pumpkin Festival will not provide any funding for luncheons, floats, vehicles, or other transportation. Each winner will receive a trophy, crown, and sash.
